5. Member Clubs County Affiliation 2018-2019
I thought the first year of change was bad, but this season was awful. This is down to a combination of things.
1. The system and the lack of understanding of what can happen as Clubs make preparation to start a season.

2. Clubs not staying on top of their administration, leaving Managers DBS and courses to the last minute but also expecting a quick response from the London or Kent FA. We all know this is not possible with the system we are working with.  
3. London FA, unfortunately having inexperienced staff that were not ready for the onslaught of Clubs affiliations. 
4. The time laps in solving affiliation problems was dreadful this season. 
5. The good news is it is all over for another year thank God!

6. Non-League Appointed Referees
The current shortage of Referees means that we are not able to cover as many games as we would like to. Because of this we must remind you that if you are using non-appointed Referees, but these Referees are wearing a County Referee kit you must check that they are registered for season 2018-2019 and have a current DBS. Certificate.
If you use senior Referees not appointed by this league you must make sure that they have a current DBS. Some Senior Referees are qualified for season 2018-2019 but can only Referee adult Football because they have not attended a Safe Guarding Children Workshop.  
7. League Cup Referee Fee
Please be reminded it is the AWAY Team Manager that pays the League Appointed Referee fee. 

We remind you of this rule every season and every season we have several occasions where the referee fails to be paid because the Managers cannot decide on who is responsible for the Referee payment. 

Failure to pay the Appointed Match Official will see both clubs fined £25.00 (see Rule 23F (i). Please note the ultimate responsibility for the Referee payment lays with the Home Team. The said Club then submits a request to the League reclaiming the Referee Fee from the Away Club.        

8. Reporting Referees  
Please use the forms listed below when reporting a League Appointed Referee for a Low Mark or not attending his/her appointment. 

League Form SKR1
The above form is now available on the web site as a download. The intention of the form is to give clubs an official form to report a League Appointed Referee that fails to attend or arrives late.

League Form SKR2

The above form has been generated to enable a club to officially report a low mark given by a Team Manager via their match card. The form is to be sent to the League Referee Secretary and can be downloaded via the web site. 

We will only accept a low mark if we have received an SKR2 from the said Club that has issued the low mark. Failure to submit an SKR2 will see your club fined as per league rules.

  In-Putting Weekly Results  

Many of the results entered on week one, two and three have been dreadful. Why is it so difficult to enter the correct result? 

Entering a result has one rule only the HOME TEAM RESULT GOES FIRST. Never put your team score first if you are the AWAY TEAM. Ensure you pass this information onto your managers or this situation will not improve.  
Our results system was set up to make life easy for Clubs and League alike. Sadly, this is not the case instead what we have ended up with is a very time-consuming problem that both Club and League could do without. 

Every week we receive many results the wrong way around, but we also receive results where managers either add goals on or take goals off. It is really hard to understand why a Manager can enter the correct score onto the match card but cannot send the correct score to their Club.
Can we also ask that you remind your Managers the goals do not count when it comes to the League Table, but where they do matter is when reporting the result on a Sunday. If the goals do not match the score will not show on the web. I then receive calls e-mails and texts telling me the result for their game is not showing. 
Please, talk to your team managers as a correct score will see Sunday evening become less stressful for your Club and this league. Thank you.
